Oak and Madison Streets are regional north/south connectors. Community input has identified the need for a range of streetscape and circulation improvements on both streets. While many community members
have suggested converting these streets to two-way, the initial concepts focus on feasible, short-term circulation improvements that could be made less expensively through simple re-striping to reduce travel

lanes. This approach could ensure that some traffic-calming benefit is achieved for the community in the short-term, while allowing for the continued possibility for more permanent circulation changes in the long
term.These improvements are shown below.
